The petition shall be 
accompanied by a written acceptance by the nominee(s) and shall be submitted to 
the Chairperson of the Nominations & Elections Committee 30 days in advance of 
the election.  The names and qualifications of such nominees shall be published 
and distributed to the membership at least 15 days prior to the election.
